Level 7 Leagues

NOTES:
1) Level 2 Leagues will be implemented in the future.
2) the line of “no refusal of promotion” will not be
    implemented until L2 Leagues are implemented.
3) the South-West Regional S.A. is moved from
    the South Region into West Region
4) if Level 4 League does not operate within a Region,
    there shall be direct promotion and relegation
    between L3 and L5 Leagues in that Region
5) A District Club Team enters the Pyramid at Level
    3 League and cannot be relegated below Level 3
6) The “arrowed” lines indicate promotion & relegation
    between leagues. Until L2 is implemented, there will
    be direct promotion & relegation between L1 & L3
7) With the permission of its District Association a
    league operating both L5 & L6 Divisions may
    promote and relegate between those divisions.
8) Subject to the discretion & approval of its Regional
     League Management Committee, a L3 League may
     operate with 10 teams instead of 8 teams in 2007.
